	ENGLISH
Writing
The children will begin by writing poetry, using creative ideas to describe their own imagined dragon. 
Our narrative writing will focus on the legend of Beowulf and children will retell parts of the story from a different viewpoint. Our non-fiction writing will focus on an information texts in which the children will imagine their own mythical creature and inform others about it.

Reading & Speaking and Listening
Children explore text through well planned book talk.  In addition, they are taught focused reading skills using a wide range of texts, alongside our class novel ‘Fantastic Creatures’.
Our speaking and listening is planned in alongside our guided reading and other curriculum areas.
Spelling
This is taught through daily, short sessions. Weekly lists on Doodle Learning are assigned and follow what we are learning in class.

	

Individual Reading
Success in reading plays a key role in success in learning and in life. We aim to promote reading for pleasure and for children to talk confidently about their reading, discussing and sharing ideas. All the children read books from our well stocked reading scheme and should be reading daily for at least 20 minutes.  It is expected that children will move through the scheme, reading a minimum 2 (longer) novels each term.

Our reading scheme is supplemented by a class library, both offering a range of high-quality texts. Children can choose their books from both sources.

Please support your child by encouraging them to read daily, and occasionally listen to them read, or talk to them about what they are reading.

	HISTORY
This term our humanities will focus on History. We will be investigating the question ‘How did WWI and WWII provide a turning point for women’s lives in Britain? The children will make connections with their previous knowledge about power and conflict. They will apply their knowledge of Europe, gained through Geography in KS2, to explore imperialism and will draw on learning in History to understand how countries in Europe have played key roles in history. 

	
	
	ART AND MUSIC 
Our art unit ‘Brave Colour’ will focus on the use of bold colour in the creation of 3D sculptures.
Our music unit: ‘Hey, Mr Miller’. We will be learning about jazz/swing style of music. The children will explore rhythm, work, creating and improvising off-beat rhythm melodies, completing the unit with a group performance.
	RE 
Our focused question is: ‘Do you need to be religious to inspire people?’
We will compare religious and non-religious worldviews, with a focus on Humanism.

	
	
	PSHCE 
We will start the year by children focusing on ‘Aiming High’, thinking about their aspirations for their futures and the skills and qualities that are needed for different roles in life. Children will reflect on how they can work toward achieving their goals in life.
	COMPUTING
Our weekly computing sessions will follow the first part of a coding course which the children will complete through the website code.org.  Children will also learn how to use the tools and features for formatting in Google Docs and Slides.

	MATHS 
We will start the term focusing on place value using a mastery approach and a range of models and images to support understanding.  Our lessons follow the White Rose Maths scheme.
Fluency in arithmetic will be planned in so that the children continue to practise skills. 
Key learning for home support:  Times tables and related division facts & quick mental addition and subtraction of numbers up to 100. Having quick recall of number facts is an essential skill.

	SCIENCE
We will be studying Inheritance and Evolution.
Children will:
· Learn about the theory of evolution and the process of natural selection.
· Discuss what evidence there is for evolution.
· Learn about the work of Charles Darwin.
· Learn about how organisms are adapted to the environment they live in.
· Discuss the effect of humans on plant and animal adaptations.

	PE 
Lessons will be on just Mondays this term as during the final two weeks the children will be swimming every morning in Abingdon.
All children must wear suitable clothing for running the Daily Mile every day and must come to school in their PE kit for their PE lessons on Mondays.
This term our lessons will focus on running skills.
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
