	ENGLISH
Writing
This term our narrative writing will be based on our class novel from last term, The Closest Thing to Flying’.  Our non-narrative will be writing to persuade. This will link to our last term’s novel and to our Activism Art focus. 

Reading & Speaking and Listening
We will be continuing with our reading skills lessons and including a focus on using our skills to answer SATs type questions so that the children can feel more confident that they have the skills in place. 
Our speaking and listening is planned in alongside our guided reading and other curriculum areas.

Spelling
 This is taught through daily, short sessions. Weekly lists on Doodle Learning are assigned and follow what we are learning in class.
	
Individual Reading
Success in reading plays a key role in success in learning and in life.  Children are all on our reading scheme and should be reading daily for at least 20 minutes.  It is expected that children will move through the scheme, reading a minimum 2 (longer) novels each term. We are fortunate to have a well-stocked reading scheme which is supplemented by a class library, both offering a range of high-quality texts. Children can choose their own books from both sources.

Please support your child by encouraging them to read daily, and occasionally listen to them read or talk to them about what they are reading.
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The children have settled well into their new role as Y6 pupils and are developing more confidence in their independence.  Please keep checking our class pages. We post pictures and  
                                  examples of work children have completed.

	
	
	HISTORY
This term we will be continuing with our learning about the World Wars, moving onto WW2. Our lessons are enquiry based and always start with a focused question. 
We will be learning about:
· The impact of The Treaty of Versailles following the end of WW1
· How Hitler rose to power and what life was like in Nazi Germany
· The legacy of the War and consider how events shaped the future
We will reflect on who held the power across both periods and consider whether WW2 was inevitable.


	
	
	ART AND MUSIC 
Our art unit is Activism Art. We will explore how art has been used to promote a cause and influence people.  We will explore the work of artists in this field.  The children will produce a poster using the skills of print making and collage.

	RE 
Our focused question is: ‘Is “God made Man” a good way to understand the Christmas story?

	MATHS 
Our focus will begin with calculation using the four operations of addition, subtraction, multiplication and division. We will use these skills to solve problems and will use a mastery approach, and a range of models and images to support understanding.  Our lessons follow the White Rose Maths scheme.
Fluency in arithmetic will be planned in so that the children continue to practise skills. 
Key learning for home support:  Times tables and related division facts & quick mental addition and subtraction of numbers up to 100. Having quick recall of number facts is an essential skill.

	SCIENCE
We will be studying Inheritance and Evolution.
We will:
· Learn about the theory of evolution and the process of natural selection.
· Discuss what evidence there is for evolution.
· Learn about the work of Charles Darwin.
· Learn about how organisms are adapted to the environment they live in.
· Discuss the effect of humans on plant and animal adaptations.

	PSHCE 
Think Positive
The children will explore themes such as the links between our thoughts, feelings and emotions, making good choices and mindfulness and applying a growth mindset approach to life.

	COMPUTING
The children will have weekly computing sessions during which they will follow the first part of a coding course which they complete through the website code.org. Their use of Google Docs, Slides and Sheets is practised alongside other curriculum areas.
	PE
This term, our Monday sessions will focus on volleyball and handball. Our Thursday sessions will be developing and performing gymnastic routines
All children must wear suitable clothing for running the Daily Mile every day and must come to school in their PE kit for their PE lessons on Mondays.  If your child has pierced ears, their earrings must be removed for P.E.
