Action Plan/Next Steps:
· Increase timely communication with Parents/Carers regarding SEND Pupil progress& support through Pupil Profile & Tracker, explaining to parents ensuring that Profiles are shared & copies sent home.
· Increased communication with the SENDCo to understand her role and oversight of school SEND process, availability & liaison through increased presence, SEND parent meetings (SWIFT) meeting new to school parents (eg in Reception) information on the website, school newsletter.
· Set up extra-curricular clubs can be aimed at & include pupils with SENSD, e.g. Games club
