Jewellery

Hair
Hairstyles must be reasonable and in sympathy with our school uniform. Extreme colours, spikes or sculpting is not considered suitable for school (unless there is a specific event for which the Head Teacher has given permission). Long hair should be tied back for health and safety reasons. Hairbands should be green, green gingham or black.


Make-up and Cosmetics
Make-up and cosmetics (including nail varnish) are not considered appropriate or consistent with our school uniform. The school does not permit such products to be worn by any children, unless there is a specific event for which the Head Teacher has given permission.

Equipment
All children need a waterproof warm coat Foundation Stage children need wellington boots
Key Stage 2 children need a set of headphones (small ear buds are fine) to use with computer work.
Swimming
All children who attend swimming lessons will require a swimming costume, a large towel, and a swimming hat. In line with the local sports centre policy, children may only use goggles when written permission is given.
Lost Property
It is vital that all items of clothing are clearly labelled with your child’s name. Many items go missing during the school day, during PE or playtimes, and cannot be returned to the owner if there is no name label. Please take the time to name your child’s school clothing, as we cannot accept responsibility for any losses.
